Through engaging with
these outcomes in their broad-based general education experiences, in-depth intellectual
explorations within their majors, and the opportunities they encounter outside the classroom
through Student Affairs and extra-curricular activities, students will graduate from PSU prepared
to contribute responsibly to society in the 21st century.

Disciplinary and/or Professional Expertise:

Students will gain mastery at a baccalaureate level in a defined body of knowledge through
attainment of their program’s objectives and completion of their major.

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Overview of Outcomes Assessment

Assessment of student learning outcomes at NMHU involves three distinct, but inter-related, tasks, each
with different timelines and different entities responsible for oversight. Those three processes are
assessment of our common core (General Education Assessment), assessment of academic programs
(Annual Outcomes Assessment, Program Review, and Program Specific Accreditation), and assessment
of educational efforts of the university as a whole (University-Wide Assessment). Support for all
assessment activities is provided by the Office of Institutional Research and Effectiveness.

There are three basic steps that underlie each aspect of assessment:

1) Defining student learning objectives (outcomes)
2) Ewaluating student success in achieving those objectives (assessment)
3) Using the results to implement improvements in programs (closing the loop)

A well-designed outcomes assessment program is based upon assessment activities at the course level,
supplemented by program-level data. These data can then be aggregated to provide information
regarding specific courses, major programs, the core curriculum, or the university as a whole.

All instructors are expected to have clear learning objectives for their classes which are assessed at the
